
When The Philadelphia Protestant Home (PPh) chose 
the RoamAlert system from authorized dealer North-

east Protection Partners a few years ago to protect its Assisted 
Living wing, it was attracted by a number of features.

Naturally, the home was looking for highly effective wander 
prevention for the 20 or so residents of its Dementia Unit. 
But this was not the only need. According to Ted Cannon, 
Director of Safety & Security, the home also needed to 
protect a further 40+ residents in the Assisted Living wing.

These residents have free access to the entire four fl oors 
of the Assisted Living wing, which is part of 12-½ acre 
campus in northeast Philadelphia. PPh also includes an 
Independent Living building, and a state-of-the-art health 
care center with 126 beds. All the buildings on the campus 
are interconnected.

Several key features of RoamAlert were particularly attractive 
to PPh, like the ability to display an image of the resident

in the RoamAlert software when an alarm occurs, and the 
Transport feature to enable a resident to leave the facility 
under the care of a family member. These features are helpful 
to security and nursing staff alike.

Above all, however, was RoamAlert’s ability to accurately 
locate residents. Mr. Cannon explains, “We not only wanted 
to protect residents in the Dementia Unit, but other resi-
dents with only slight dementia. With the locate feature, we 
can give them freedom of movement, but we can still track 
where they are.”

PPh uses the “last known location” feature of the RoamAlert 
software. When a resident passes by an internal door control-
ler, their location is automatically updated in the software. 
In this way, the security offi cers on duty know what part of 
the building the resident is in. 

PPh is putting the RoamAlert infrastructure to use in other 
ways as well. Several high-value items carry Asset tags to 
protect them against loss.

The home recently introduced yet another unique feature 
of the RoamAlert system: the Securaband™ tag. Like many 
senior care centers, PPh has had experience with residents 
cutting off the standard band. 

Now, the home uses the Securaband tag and strap on the fi ve 
or ten residents in the Assisted Living wing who are prone to 
this behavior. The facility still makes sure that such residents 
do not have access to scissors or other sharp objects.

The success of RoamAlert in the Assisted Living wing has 
prompted PPh to look at how the system might be used in 
other parts of the campus. We look forward to seeing the 
results!

Caring for your Watchlets

The Watchlet resident bracelet is designed for 
durability and minimum maintenance. There are 

only a few basic guidelines to follow to keep them in good 
working order.

Cleaning

Watchlets  can be cleaned using a gentle germicidal cleaner 
or just soap and water, followed by a sanitizer.  Only use 
cleaners marked as safe for plastics.

Testing

Test each Watchlet at least weekly. This 
task can be done easily with the Watchlet 
Tester (part number 803A1901).

Attaching

Remember that the Watchlet is meant 
to be attached to the wrist or ankle with 
the Watchlet strap. We do not recommend 
that the tag be attached to a walker or other equipment.
